We’ll stay in waterfront cabins at Camp Wapiti on Davis Pond 
(www.campwapiti.com) for the duration of this trip. On our first full day 
we will visit an active harvest using up to date equipment and then travel 
to the nearby Scientific Forest Management Area in Baxter State Park 
for a first hand view of timber management in this special place. We’ll 
drive to another landowner’s harvesting operation the following morning, 
followed by a tour of a state-of- the-art lumber mill and alternative 
energy generating facilities including biomass and wind.

The Birches Resort (www.birches.com), in the shadow of Mt. Kineo 
on Moosehead Lake, will be our destination on this tour. We will 
spend a morning with foresters and loggers on a timber cutting 
operation and then see what happens to the trees as they are utilized 
at a nearby lumber mill. The next day we will travel to another active 
harvest and visit biomass and manufacturing plants in the area to get 
an idea of the various uses of wood for products and energy.
